Recently the Midland Daily News had on its Religion page a review of a new bookBitllied!
Literacy by Timothy Beal. Beal is a religion professor at Case Western Reserve University. He is a
Presbyterian and is married to a Presbyterian minister.

In an interview for the AP article, Beal saidiblical literacy makes a difference for believers and
non-believes.
